whenever possible. “It would not be a
good thing to turn down a local shelter
dog because we are full to capacity with
out-of-state dogs,” Martha added.

Some groups, such as Weimeraner
and Rhodesian Ridgeback, have
experienced an increase in aggression
problems in their breed, which can
result in euthanizing dogs. Martha
Smith pointed out that the law in
Colorado pertaining to dog bites is
stricter now, and if a dog bites someone
just one time, the rescue group may
be held liable. Liability is limited to
economic damages only (not pain and
suffering). Rescue groups for large,
powerful breeds are rightly turning
away dogs with aggression issues due
to potential liability issues.

On a positive note, Denver Municipal
Animal Shelter is now willing to turn
over dogs to ABRN member groups
without charge if they are not quickly
adopted at the shelter. This is a new
policy for them. Martha also indicated
that Dumb Friends League and the
Humane Society of Boulder Valley do
not have enough dogs right now, so if
rescue groups are full, we can suggest
to owners seeking to surrender their

dogs to take them there. Both of those
organizations will call the owner to
let them know if the dog has not been
adopted and give them the opportunity
to re-claim the dog.

Another fact that rescue groups need
to know is that there is a rule change
in 2008 for PACFA. No more than 8
adult dogs or cats may be housed in
any foster home at any time — this
includes foster animals and one’s
own animals. A female dog with
puppies under 8 weeks of age will be
considered as one adult.

Judy Greenfield stated that, partly due
to the economy, Greyhound racing has
ended in Colorado. However, they are
trying to help the Spanish Greyhounds
(Galgo) in Spain. She said they are
abused and Kkilled in large numbers
there, and they welcome any help to
improve this situation.

As with any ABRN gathering, St.
Bernard Rescue was well represented.
They weren’t at liberty to discuss
the details of a cruelty case they are
involved in, and everyone expressed
hope for the surviving dogs and a
good legal outcome.

Lisa Ransdell talked about the Jog

Dog program (more about that on our
website), and Jenni McKernan can now
add an animated dog figure next to the
“available dogs” for active dogs that
would be suitable for active families.
Jeanne Phipers said that for the first time
in years, she has no toy or mini poodles,
only standards. That was before Lisa
Ransdell told her about a toy at DMAS.
Oh well, it was fun while it lasted.
Mary Kenton’s group, Golden Retriever
Rescue of the Rockies, has placed over
300 dogs already this year. Safe Harbor
Lab Rescue continues to see large
numbers of owner surrenders.

Sally and Don Gilman indicated that
the membership renewal packets will
be mailed out certified mail. No second
notices will be sent, so if the membership
renewal checks are not received by the
deadline, memberships will be cancelled.
When that mail arrives, please tend to it
in a timely manner.

Rescue can be a lonely business, but
at least at the annual All Breed Rescue
Network annual meetings, we can meet
and get to know others who share the
same passion and have many of the same
triumphs and sorrows. Based on that
criteria, the 2008 meeting was a huge
success. Thanks to all.

pull mill dogs from regular brokers,
but it is never an easy decision for
any rescue to make. “They don’t give
the puppy mill rejects away - they
sell them to brokers who sell them to
rescues, along with their problems.
As sorry as | feel for the dogs, | see
no sense in having these people who
trade in misery making one thin dime
from our rescue.”

next hardest thing is turning down a dog
because | know we cannot afford the
medical care it needs to have. We will not
knowingly take in a dog we cannot afford
to provide for sufficiently. Sometimes it
just happens and we struggle to do our
best, usually out of our own pockets.”

Trish has had a very educational year
in rescue. If she could give advice to
newbies in the rescue world, it would
be to make sure to have all financial
concerns and paperwork addressed before
beginning. She also suggests that anyone
thinking of starting their own rescue
talk with other rescues: “there is a lot

It was such a sad story about how
he lost the dog that | returned
Fritz to him. The man knew I
was heartbroken about it. But the
following day | found a check in
my mail slot for $500 and a note
telling me that the man hoped
it would help me get myself
another Yorkie...and it did.” After
the initial seed was planted in
her head, Trish started taking in
homeless Yorkies and rehoming
them on her own. After joining a
national breed rescue and butting
heads with the big brass, Trish
struck out on her own and started
a 501c3 last year. Many people
told her, “You have to be crazy.
Don’t even think about it,” Trish
jokes. But luckily, she got some
great advice from Diane Barnett,

you don’t know, no matter how
well intentioned you are.” Be
willing to deal with unreasonable
people. Get tough when you have
to, but in a kind way. Be fair to
everyone - be truthful to your
donors and your adopters, and
be sure you are in rescue for the
right reason. Answer all emails.
Treat your fosters with patience
and respect - without them you
cannot save as many as you can
alone. Yorkie Rescue Colorado
currently has four fosters who are
the heart of the rescue — Kerry
Klun, Phyllis Morrow, Suzanne
Adams, and Mike Nelson. Trish
also advises people to remember
that people who surrender are
never 100 percent honest. Trish
also reminds us that “rescue is

who said “Don’t ever let the rescue get
out of your control. Run it the way you
think it should be run.”

Trish haswasted notime inthatendeavor.
With only ayear under her belt, Trish has
jumped headfirst into the rescue game.
This year, Yorkie Rescue Colorado has
rehomed 25 dogs. While you might
think that puppy mills would impact
the small breed rescues most, Trish has
a strict policy about which dogs she is
willing to take in: “Our policy is to take
dogs from Colorado before any others.”
Also, the group does not take in puppy
mill dogs unless it has fosters available
for any needy Colorado surrenders
or shelter dogs in need. Trish has had
to take a firm stand in deciding not to

As with many rescuers, Trish has had
to battle with burnout. “It doesn’t take
long to become jaded,” she admits.
And with some of the horrible stories
she tells, it is hard to believe that
anyone in her position would carry
on. One dog was tied up with rubber
bands after being run over and then
thrown in dumpster. And the stories
go on.

Even so, Trish is doing her best to
keep the rescue up and running. Since
she doesn’t have an abundance of
fosters or money (a small online store
was a major “flop,” she admits), she
does not take in elderly or sick dogs
with little chance of adoption. “The

Although she is battling breast cancer,
recovering from a mastectomy and
undergoing chemotherapy, Trish Rose’s
hope and dedication for homeless Yorkies
in Colorado continues to thrive. Trish has
said that continuing to do Yorkie rescue
during this difficult time has helped
her maintain her sanity and focus on
something outside of her own ordeal.

foster family.

I contacted Holly Wolfe, who directed me to
the All Breed Rescue Network site to view

some of the available Chins. One of
the Chins on the site caught my eye...|
couldn’t wait to see “Libby” in person.
She looked so beautiful, so serene, so
contemplative in her lovely “glamour
shot” on ABRN. When | got to Holly’s
home, | was surrounded by several
spritely, adorable Chins. Libby was
by far the biggest - at 16 pounds, she’s
the largest female Chin Holly has
ever placed! It quickly became clear
that Libby was the one for me after
I reached down and picked her up. |
cuddled her in my arms, stroking her
beautiful, long, silky hair. It has been
more than a year that we’ve had Libby,
and we can’t imagine life before or
without her.

Life with Libby has not been without
challenges. Her picture was only
partially accurate: she is beautiful,
yes, but “serene” isn’t an adjective
I’d used to describe the real Lib -high
maintenance is more like it! As for
“contemplative,” well, our Libby is
a rather hedonistic girl. She lives in
the moment, and the only thing she
contemplates is, “What’s for dinner?”
Nevertheless, every moment with her
has beenworth it. The nuns, who stayed
in touch with Holly, are delighted to
know their girl is in a loving, forever
home and enjoy getting updates on
her spoiled life. Libby, our unique
and wonderful little Chin, is the joy of
our lives, and we are so thankful that
ABRN and Holly Wolfe helped bring
her to us.
